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BLUFF CITY, TENNESSEE BEGINS WARNING PERIOD FOR FIXED SPEED CAMERAS 

Bluff City, Tenn. (Nov. 30, 2009) – Bluff City, Tenn. announced the beginning of the warning period of a photo-enforcement camera system on U.S. 11E at Poplar Ridge Road. Speed cameras will capture still images and video of violators beginning Tuesday, Dec. 1. During an initial 30-day warning period, Bluff City police will issue a warning notice to the registered owner of a vehicle that exceeds the 45 mph speed limit. There is no fine for this warning notice. At the completion of the warning period, citations will be issued.

“Our safety program will help protect motorists in this high-traffic stretch of road. The warning period gives drivers the opportunity to check their speed and comply with our safety program before actual citations begin,” said Police Chief David Nelson. “The intent of this program is to alert drivers to obey the traffic speed limit and increase safety.”

The city selected the location of speed cameras based on a recent study conducted by Bristol Tennessee Traffic Engineer David Metzger. The study concluded that 114,991 vehicles drove an average speed of 47.9 mph through the two-mile section of U.S. 11E. In addition, 9 percent drove more than 10 mph over the speed limit.

“We want to change driver behavior because speeding is a dangerous and costly problem,” added Chief Nelson. “If drivers won’t drive the speed limit on their own, then maybe our speed cameras will help to remind them.”

The camera captures images of every vehicle exceeding the speed limit. The fixed-speed site has been posted with photo enforcement signs to provide ample warning of the speed cameras.

The city contracts with American Traffic Solutions, Inc. (ATS) to administer its safety program. The Bluff City Police Department reviews and approves each violation prior to issuing warnings.
